In the early years of his retirement, Joe traveled the world with his best
friend/wife, June, but always cherished his home, his family, his pets and of
course, the Steelers. Joe and June were the official babysitters of all of the
Bauman grandchildren (Leigh called him Daddy instead of Pap when she was



very small, which he loved). Joe was known as a spirited character who would
often answer the question, "How do you feel?" with a twinkle in his eye and an
emphatic, "With my hands!"
